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Volker Spindler is the newly appointed head of the Institute of Anatomy and Experimental Morphology 
at the UKE. He studied Medicine in Würzburg, Germany, and after his Postdoc moved to Munich as As-
sistant Professor in 2011. He was appointed as Associated Professor at the Department of Biomedicine 
of the University of Basel, Switzerland in 2017 before moving his lab to the UKE beginning of January
